
ARTICLE III

ESTABLISHMENT OF ZONING DISTRICTS AND MAP
SECTION 301.
LIST OF DISTRICTS  

For the purpose of this Ordinance, the territory of the Borough of Parryville is hereby divided into the following zoning districts:

Base Districts
F-C – Forest and Conservation District - The purpose of this district is to protect and conserve steep slope and wetland areas within the Borough.  Forestry and other open space and agricultural activities are encouraged.  Development of any type is to be allowed only under the strictest scrutiny.

A/RR – Agricultural/Rural Residential District – This district contains much of the farmland within the Borough as well as some steep slopes covered with woodland.  The purpose of this district to maintain the rural character of this sparsely developed area predominantly in farmland and woodland, to encourage the preservation of the agricultural and woodland resources of the Borough, and to discourage intensive development in those areas which are not served by a public sewage treatment facility.  

R – Residential District - The purpose of this district is to provide an area for residential development at low to medium densities, depending upon the availability of public or community sewer and/or water facilities.  Lot sizes may be decreased and a variety of residential uses constructed when public or community sewer and water facilities are available.

V-C – Village Center District – The purpose of this district is to provide for residential and light to moderate commercial development.  The intent of this district is to provide for and allow compatible residential and light to moderate commercial uses to co-exist.


I - Industrial District – It is the purpose of this district to provide an area in which a variety of heavy commercial and industrial uses may be located.
SECTION 302.
OFFICIAL ZONING MAP   

The Borough is hereby divided into zones, or districts, as shown on the Official Zoning Map which, together with all explanatory matter thereon, is hereby adopted by reference and declared to be a part of this Ordinance.
The Official Zoning Map shall be identified by the signature of the President of the Parryville Borough Council, attested by the Secretary and bearing the seal of the Borough under the following words: “This is to certify that this is the Official Zoning Map referred to in Article III, Section 302 of Ordinance Number ____ of the Borough of Parryville, Carbon County, Pennsylvania, together with the date of the adoption of this Ordinance.”

If, in accordance with the provisions of this Ordinance and Article VI, Pennsylvania Municipalities Planning Code, changes are made in district boundaries or other matter portrayed on the Official Zoning Map, such changes shall be entered on the Official Zoning Map promptly after the amendment has been approved by the Parryville Borough Council with an entry on the Official Zoning Map. 
No changes of any nature shall be made in the Official Zoning Map or matter shown thereon except in conformity with the procedures set forth in this Ordinance. Any unauthorized change of whatever kind of any person or persons shall be considered a violation of this Ordinance and punishable as provided under Article I.
Regardless of the existence of purported copies of the Official Zoning Map, which may from time to time be made or published, the Official Zoning Map which shall be located in the office of the Borough of Parryville shall be the final authority as to the current zoning status of land and water areas, buildings, and other structures in the Borough.

A. Replacement of the Official Zoning Map

In the event that the Official Zoning Map becomes damaged, destroyed, lost, or difficult to interpret because of the nature or number of change and additions, the Borough Council may by resolution adopt a new Official Zoning Map which shall supersede the prior Official Zoning Map. The new Official Zoning Map shall be identified by the signature of the President of the Parryville Borough Council, attested by the Borough Secretary and bearing the seal of the Borough under the following words: “ This is to certify that this Official Zoning Map, adopted __________________ as part of Ordinance No. ____ of the Borough of Parryville, Carbon County, Pennsylvania”.

Unless the prior Official Zoning Map has been lost, or has been totally destroyed, the prior map or any significant parts thereof, remaining shall be preserved together with all available records pertaining to its adoption or amendment.
SECTION 303.
INTERPRETATION OF DISTRICT BOUNDARIES 


Where uncertainty exists as to the boundaries of the districts shown on the Official Zoning Map, the following rules shall apply:

A.
Boundaries indicated as approximately following the centerlines of streets, highways or alleys shall be construed to follow such centerlines;
B.
Boundaries indicated as approximately following platted lot lines shall be construed as following such lot lines;
C.
Boundaries indicated as approximately following Borough limits shall be construed as following Borough limits;
D.       Boundaries indicated as approximately following the centerlines of streams, rivers  

      or other bodies of water shall be construed to follow such centerlines;

E.       Boundaries indicated as parallel to or extensions of features indicated in sub- 

            sections A. through D. above shall be so construed; 

F.       Distances not specifically indicated on the Official Zoning Map shall be determined 
      by the scale of the map;
G.       Where physical or cultural features existing on the ground are at variance with 
      those shown on the Official Zoning Map or in circumstances not covered by sub-
      sections A. through F. above, the Zoning Officer shall interpret the district 
      boundaries. 
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
